Dear Colleague,
2004 was an exciting and fulfilling year for the AAP Foundation. Last year we announced
a $250,000 commitment from 3i to fund the Richard J. Lazzara Fellowship in Advanced
Implant Surgery. Ioanna Xynogala was selected in 2004 as the first Lazzara Fellow.  You
may read more about this award on page two.

In the past year we also were pleased to have the honor of awarding the Foundation’s
first E. Bud Tarrson Research Award in Oral Plastic Surgery. The first recipients of the
Research Award are Robert Carvalho da Silva, Julio César Joly, the late Antonio Fernando
Martorelli de Lima, and Dimitris N. Tatakis for their article “Root coverage using the 
coronally positioned flap with or without a subepithelial connective tissue graft.” For
more information, please see the story on page two.

The members of the Tarrson family are special friends of the Foundation and their
generosity continues. In 2004 we announced the establishment of the Tarrson
Regeneration Scholarships. These new scholarships will promote periodontal research
in tissue regeneration and address the critical shortage of periodontal educators.

The past year also saw the Foundation fulfill our commitment to build an endowment
for the American Board of Periodontology. In 2001 in Philadelphia, AAP Foundation
President L.K. Croft announced the ambitious Foundation goal to raise $1.5 million in
gifts and pledges over five years. In 2003 in San Francisco, Foundation President Don
Clem announced that by the end of the meeting we had raised more than $340,000 as
part of a challenge for the campaign. Since then our campaign chairman, Jack Caton, and
our ambassadors, under the leadership of Pat Patterson, have worked hard. We are
thankful to two major donors whose gifts have put us over the top of our goal.  L.K. and
Lucy Croft gave us a gift that fulfilled our goal for individual gifts. And to meet our target
for corporate gifts, BioHorizons made a major commitment. We surpassed the $1.5
million goal in gifts and pledges two years ahead of schedule and received planned gifts
to bring the total to $1.9 million! We would like to thank the 500 periodontists who
donated to this campaign and our corporate partners.

The American Academy of Periodontology Foundation
budgeted to distribute $168,000 in awards during 2004,
including the award of its first $50,000 Richard J. Lazzara
Fellowship in Advanced Implant Surgery. 

Richard J. Lazzara Fellowship in Advanced 
Implant Surgery

The AAP Foundation’s $50,000 Lazzara Fellowship, funded
by 3i, was created to provide educational and clinical
experiences that reflect the most current techniques in
implant dentistry. The Fellowship is named in honor of
Richard J. Lazzara, DMD, one of the specialty’s innovators
in implantology. Participating programs must provide
Fellows with in-depth knowledge and proficiency in the
surgical aspects of implant cases, a research component
that includes development of an article suitable for publi-
cation in the Journal of Periodontology, and educational
activities in which the Fellow takes the lead. One of the
goals of the Academy’s 2020 Vision is to ensure the 
specialty is “known for advancing oral health and 
well-being through expertise in implants, periodontal
medicine and oral plastic surgery.” The Lazzara Fellowship
provides education for future leaders of this vision. 

Applicants must be in their third year of periodontal
postdoctoral training and the application is made jointly 
by the student and the student’s periodontal program
director. The 12-month Fellowship must take place at the
institution where the candidate is completing his/her 
training. The first Lazzara Fellowship was awarded in 2004.
The recipient is Dr. Ioanna Xynogala of the University of
Pennsylvania.

E. Bud Tarrson Research Award in Oral 
Plastic Surgery

The AAP Foundation E. Bud Tarrson Research Award in
Oral Plastic Surgery was created to support and encourage
meaningful clinically-based periodontal research in oral
plastic surgery. The Award also honors the memory of Bud
Tarrson, who supported the specialty in numerous ways,
including his role as a member of the AAP Foundation
Board of Directors.

This is a $1,000 award for the best paper on clinical
oral plastic surgery published in a peer-reviewed journal.
At least one of the paper’s researchers must be a 
periodontist or a periodontal postgraduate student. The
award, along with a plaque, is presented at the American
Academy of Periodontology Annual Meeting.

Dr. Herrington did both his dental and periodontal
training at the University of Alabama (UAB), and now
practices in Meridian, Mississippi. He maintained an 
outstanding academic record at UAB and numerous
extracurricular activities, including Habitat for Humanity.

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Bud and Linda Tarrson Fellowship

The Bud and Linda Tarrson Fellowship is a career devel-
opment award for academic periodontists that seeks to
retain gifted individuals in academic positions through
financial support. The recipient receives $30,000.

A business leader in oral healthcare, Bud Tarrson also
was a philanthropist and with his wife Linda decided
to support an area that had enriched their lives. The
Tarrsons believed in the value of periodontal education
and wanted to create an award that would help acade-
micians achieve their dream of staying in academics and
dental research. 

Candidates for the Tarrson Fellowship must be full- or
part-time faculty members at the instructor or assistant
level and affiliated with a U.S. periodontal training 
institution for 10 years or less. In addition to a completed 
application and letter of nomination signed by their 
periodontal program directors, applicants must also 
provide three letters of recommendation.

The Tarrson Fellow for 2004 is Dr. Vanchit John. 
Dr. John is Director of Pre-Doctoral Periodontics at the
Indiana University School of Dentistry.

New In 2005: Tarrson Regeneration Scholarships

In 2005, the AAP Foundation will further expand its
awards, giving out two three-year Tarrson Regeneration
Scholarships, each in the amount of $37,000 per year.
The Tarrson Regeneration Scholarships are funded by the
Bud Tarrson Foundation for Dental Research.

The Scholars will receive $37,000/year for each year 
of their 3-year program. The Scholarship is intended to 
stimulate periodontal research in tissue regeneration,
while at the same time addressing the critical need for
periodontal educators by requiring that applicants intend
to pursue full-time periodontal teaching and research 
following graduation from a periodontal postdoctoral
program. Applicants must be students who have been
accepted into accredited periodontal postdoctoral 
training programs at U.S. institutions or must be first-year
residents within the first six months of their U.S. accredited
periodontal postdoctoral training program. In addition to
letters of reference, transcripts, and a personal essay,
applicants must submit a proposal for a clinical research
project with importance relevant to clinical or translation-
al regeneration studies. Award recipients must commit to
one year in a career in periodontal education for each
year he/she receives Scholarship funds.

The award reflects the Foundation’s mission to 
stimulate and support clinical research and the generation
of new knowledge, and to enhance educational programs
in periodontology.

Foundation. An increasing number of periodontists are
choosing to make planned gifts to the Foundation
because of the advantages such gifts confer on both
the donor and the Foundation. Donors may realize tax
benefits, a lifetime income, or the opportunity to make a
larger gift, while planned gifts promote and protect the
Foundation’s ability to provide future services to the
periodontal specialty.
